This year marks a significant restoration project in securing the well-being of this historic and beloved church building for today and for generations to come.

St. George’s church building bears witness to the history of our St. Catharines community and to the faithful and generous generations who have gone before us and who made this church possible. It is also a building whose doors are open 365 days of the year as a beacon of hope and help for our city, providing food and welcome, hospitality, prayer, and a safe and caring space for the most marginalized in downtown St. Catharines through our feeding and community programs, as well as through our worship and fellowship.

It is a building that is well loved and well used and that is in need of approximately $500,000 worth of restoration work in 2024 in order to preserve the present integrity and future health of all of the structural details that make this historic building such an important part of the fabric of our community.
